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MSWD’s new Regional Water
Reclamation Facility greatly expands the District’s
wastewater treatment capacity.

The project features the construction of a Sequence Batch Reactor (SBR)
wastewater freatment plant and an operations and administration building
that will house a solids processing area, chemical storage, maintenance
and administrative departments, and electrical and blower equipment.The
new plant will allow the District fo freat an additional 1.5 million gallons of
wastewater per day and divert some of the wastewater going to the existing
Alan L. Horton Wastewater Treatment Plant. The new facility, combined with
the related Regional Conveyance Line and Sub Area M2 Collection System
projects, will protect groundwater quality throughout the region.

i 's BUDGET

To minimize the financial impact of construction costs on our
customers, MSWD has secured State grant funding to coverthe $68
million+ cost forthe new Regional Water Reclamation facility and the
Regional Conveyance Line and Collection System projects.
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The new Regional Water Reclamation Facility provides multiple advantages for the community:
Approximately 700 homes and businesses will be connected to the wastewater treatment system
Valuable groundwater will be protected by eliminating septic systems

Reduced wastewater volume at the Alan L. Horton Wastewater Treatment Plant will extend the
operational life of that facility by about 10 years

Increased wastewater tfreatment capacity will support future growth in Desert Hot Springs and the
surrounding area
